Ida B. who is home schooled and free to do as she pleases with many of her days, hangs out with the family dog and cat, and spends her time talking to the trees, brook, and mountains on her families farm. Life is good and Ida B. is happy.  But, her life starts to unravel when she finds out her mother has cancer.  At first Ida B. is brave.  First her father tells her she has to go back to public school.  Ida feels that this is a punishment. Then it is the last straw when her father, whom she thought loved the land as much as her, tells her that they have to sell part of the land to pay for medical bills. It is all Ida can stand as she hears her beloved trees cut down to make room for another family’s home.  Ida B. hardens her heart and promises that she will never enjoy life and never be kind to others again.  Will Ida be able to forgive her parents their broken promises, and forgive the people who move onto her land?  Will she ever be able to enjoy life as she once did?

Characters: 

Ida B. – fourth grader- she is full of life –she is happy and content in her world until her mother gets cancer and she has to go to public school and watch the land she loves be sold and cleared of trees.  Then she makes up her mind to be awful to everyone until she grows up a little and can face life.
Mother-has cancer-adult-is patient and kind toward Ida B. as she makes this transition/

Father-caring and supportive of Ida B. but losses his temper when she is unreasonable. This is very out of character for him. Ida B.  is a little worried about their relationship for awhile.  

Ronnie- fourth grader in Ida B’s class- he is patient and friendly, waits for Ida B. to show friendship back-helps Ida see what a friend should be

Ms. Washington- Ida’s teacher- she knows to give Ida space and when to talk and when to wait.  She helps Ida too. She also knows how to listen without offering to much advice. 
Claire- fourth grader in Ida’s class- she is nice to Ida the first day of school-then she is the person who moves into the new house built on Ida’s land.  Ida behaves badly to Claire but Claire never retaliates the way Ida thinks that she will and Ida learns a little from  Claire too.  Even though they do not become friends, Ida does apologize to Claire. 

Rufus and LuLu-  Ida’s faithful pets that she relies on for company and friendship.

The trees, brook and mountain- also Ida’s friends with whom she talks with everyday.

Conflict: Ida B. is upset that her mother has cancer and does not like the uncertainty of it. She starts to fall apart as things become to much for her. She has to go back to school and she has to see part of her beloved land sold.  The conflict is that Ida has decided to “hate” the world because of these things.
Conflict Resolution:  Ida B.  is worn down by her own hateful behavior and the kindness and understanding of others while she is behaving badly. She learns a little about friendship and starts to deal with the feelings she is having and apologizes directly or indirectly to the people she has wronged

Interest Level/Reading level:  www.perma-bound .com- reading level  5.3, interest level 4th -7th grade,
Read aloud pages/passages:  pages 1 and 2 of chapter 1,  first paragraph through the second paragraph on 2 and pages 5 & 6 in chapter 2,   paragraph one on page 5 through the last whole paragraph on page 6.  I think both of these show a lot about Ida’s personality and the way her and her parents function.  It gives incite to her life and foot loose ways. 

Setting:  Lawsons Grove, Wisconsin on Ida’s family farm that has an apple orchard, a brook, and a lot of trees and at Ernest B Lawson Elementary School (Ida’s first and only school experience).
Summary:  Ida B. Applewood is living her life in a very foot loose and fancy free way.. Always home schooled by her parents and allowed to be very imaginative Ida is a happy child until her mother gets diagnoses with cancer. Ida, who is brave at first, is not able to deal with the emotion of her mothers illness, the news that she is going to have to go back to public school, and that the family is going to sell part of their land to pay for medical bills.  Ida turns into a very different child as she makes up her mind to be miserable.  Time does not allow Ida, who is not miserable by nature to keep up her horrible behavior.  Eventually after months of behaving badly Ida starts to realize what is important, how to be a better a friend.  She brings herself to apologize directly or indirectly to the people she has been awful too as she learns that how you deal with hard situations can cause you more turmoil or it can make you make you stronger person. 
Point of view:  This book is told in first person

Theme: Growing up and realizing that how a person handles situations makes things worse or better.  (How to deal with loss.)
Across the Curriculum Connections: 

English/Language Art/Arts: 

-Write about a time when things were hard for you and your family.  Include thoughts about how you felt, how other people felt, did people act differently than they usually did?
-This idea came from the publisher’s web site: See above for website.  Write about yourself as a super hero.  Ida imagined herself as a Superhero Deluxe, Friend of the Downtrodden, she felt she could save the world or at the very least always had a plan for everything.  Have students come up with a name of a superhero, what they would look like, what their powers would be, would they have super strength etc…, What would they do as a superhero etc..  Then they could write a story about themselves as the superhero.  Or they could write about a time when they thought being a superhero might have helped them deal with a situation in their life that was difficult. 

-Talk to students about similes and that the author of this book uses them quite a lot. Have students listen and write down any similes that they hear. Students then can talk about what they mean and develop some of their own similes. 
-Ida liked to sit outside and sit outside and draw.  She drew inspiration from her surrounding.  You could take students outside and they could pick things to draw and describe.  
-students could look for the similes used in the book and list them and what they mean. 

Resources: yourself, discussion with class, various comic books, cartoons that have super heros, nature books with pictures, school outdoor science lab, list of words that are descriptive.

Have the class write letters to other schools in other countries or states asking them to fill out a form that the class creates.  The form could be a list of questions that the kids come up with. Then students could keep track of the responses and the locations on a map in the classroom.  You could different countries, different states and capitals etc..

-Have students research all of the different things that Ida put on her warning signs.  Have students tell about the dangers and if it is a legitimate danger in Wisconsin and if it isn’t, where do people have to worry about the danger.

· “The Earth’s Caretakers- Ida’s father said, “We don’t own the earth.  We are the earth’s caretakers.”  Discuss this with students the ways that they can take care of the earth and leave it better than they found it.  Create a class poster board that illustrates some of their best ideas and hang it outside the class for other students to see.  If your school has a T.V. video program, you could also have several students present the poster on the program. “
· (A take on this would be to have small groups research different ways to help the planet and they each do a poster to present ideas and that is displayed.)
· Recycling Saves the Planet-Read the last page of the book that describes why this book was printed on 100% post consumer recycled Paper.  Have your students research the process of recycling paper to find out why it improves the health of the earth and all its inhabitants.  Ask students to come up with a recycling paper program, for your school.  If possible implement their strategy. ( See how much this could save the school and the environment over the year. Any money earned could be used to buy things to “green-up” the school. 
· Green-up the School:  Have your class create a plan to raise funds to purchase several trees to help green-up your school grounds.  Some local nurseries may also be willing to donate trees for your school to plant.  Once trees are planted have a special tree naming ceremony and select several students to care for the trees.
· Have students set up recycling centers in the staff lounge and cafeteria as well as outside the school for people to bring other recyclables that can be turned in.  Examples of recyclables would be aluminum cans, plastic bottles, and cardboard. Money earned could be used to buy items to “green-up”  the school.

· Have students do a “green” inventory of the way they live then come up with a plan to help them and their family live a more environmentally friendly life.

Lifeskills:

-Friendship- In the book Ida is not used to making friends with kids her own age.  She is friends with her pets and with nature.  She spends much of her time alone and is very happy with her situation.  When she gets to school she has decided that she is not going to be friendly even though other children try to get her involved.  Ida is very shocked by the fact that Claire never tries to get revenge on her after Ida treats her so badly.  
Discuss and write about what it means to be a good person and a good friend.  What does Ida learn from her dealings with Claire?  Would Claire have made a good friend?  Have students do a double journal entry answering one of these questions.  Then have them trade the entry with a classmate and the class mate will write back commenting on the first person’s thoughts.

-This idea also came from the publisher’s website. New Student Welcome: Ida had a hard time adjusting to her new school.  It is very hard to move to a new school where you have no friends and everything is new to you.  Brainstorm with your students ways they could help a new student feel welcome at their school.  Put their best ideas into action the next time a new student comes to school.  
- Students could also make a Welcome packet and decide on a tour for new students.

Discussion Questions: 

Pre-reading questions:

-Look at the book cover-make a prediction about what might be happening in the story.  What do we know by reading the title about Ida B.?  Make a list on the board of the things that the kids think are true about this story.

-I would read the first paragraph or so of the first three to five chapters.  Each time I would stop and ask the kids if they thought that they learned anything new about Ida B. or the story.  I would keep adding to the list on the board.  I would refer to it later as we read to see what held as true and what did not, occasionally changing the predictions as needed as we read the book.
-Talk to students and discuss difficult life situations that they might have encountered.  Talk to them about the good ways and the bad ways that people around them handled those situations.

Chapter 1-10
1. On two occasions Ida B says to her daddy, "I think the earth takes care of us" (pages 32, 244). What does Ida B mean by this statement?

2. One of Ida B's beliefs is that "good plans are the best way to maximize fun, avoid disaster, and possibly, save the world" (page 38). What situations in the book illustrate that she acts on this belief? Does her planning achieve the goals she expects? Why or why not?

3. After attending public school kindergarten for one day, Ida B tells her mama that kindergarten has "Too many rules and not enough time for fun" (page 50). And she describes school as "that particular Place of Slow but Sure Body-Cramping, Mind-Numbing, Fun-Killing Torture" (page 58). How does Ida B's attitude toward school make it difficult for her to be herself when she goes back to public school four years later?

4. Ida B is convinced that the trees, the brook, and the stars listen to her and respond to her questions—and even call to her when she doesn't visit them. How does her belief about nature affect her actions? How does it sustain her during difficult times?

5. When Ida B's mama develops cancer, trouble and sadness infect Ida B's house and life. How do those changes affect Ida B? What does she do to adjust to the changes?

6. When Ida B's daddy sells off part of their land and forces her to go back to public school, Ida B quits talking to her parents and shuts herself up. Why does she respond with such uncharacteristic hostility? Is she justified in her actions?

7. Growing frustrated with her attitude, Ida B's daddy yells at her several times, which is out of character for him. Why does he react this way? Is he justified?

8. Accepting the fact that she must obey her father, Ida B makes a vow to herself and (secretly) to him. She thinks, "All right, Daddy . . . I'll do what you say. I'll go back to Ernest B. Lawson Elementary School. But I won't like it. I won't like the people who buy the land, and I won't like my teacher, or the kids in my class, or the ride on the bus. And I won't like you or Mama, either" (page 88). Does Ida B keep her vow? Who is hurt most by this vow? Why?

9. Ida B's teacher, Ms. Washington, wisely doesn't push Ida B to make friends or join the games at recess. How does she finally break through to Ida B's cold heart?

10. Ida B helps Ronnie learn his multiplication tables and they "sort of" become friends, even though she won't talk to him in public if they aren't working on math. Does her relationship with Ronnie help open the door to other friendships?

11. Ida B is relentless in her determination to run the new people off her land. What does she try to do to scare them off? Is she successful? Why or why not?

14. After Ida B makes her rounds and apologizes to all those she had hurt by being mean, her attitude changes. Do Ida B's actions change as a result of her softer heart?

15. Ida B finally understands that the "land and the mountain and the trees and the stars . . . weren't mine at all, and never would be. But in some ways they'd always belong to me, and I couldn't imagine not belonging to them" (page 245). How would you explain what Ida B means by that?
